The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was either 2009 or 2010, the patient does not remember the exact date.  It was in Iraq.  The patient was in a MACP training program.  It was a combat training program.  He was training combat with instructor.  The instructor hit his head many times.  He tells me that he gets hit in the head so many times and so many different places.  He got block eyes.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was seeing stars.  He did not lose consciousness.  He was very dizzy and oozy after the training.  The patient tells me that he has seizure at night.  The patient had severe headache.

Since then the patient has difficulty to concentrate.  The patient has frequent headaches.  The patient has sleepiness.  The patient has seizures.  The patient also has nausea.  The patient tells me that he is taking sumatriptan for migraine headaches.  The patient also is seeing a speech pathologist.  The patient still has significant difficulty to concentrate.

The patient is a Federal Correction Institute Correctional Officer.  The patient tells me that these symptoms are affecting his job.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient has memory loss.  The patient has communication difficulties.  The patient tells me that it is very hard for him to concentrate.  He is not able to do his job effectively.
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
