Mr. Latoski is 60 years old discharged from the hospital was there from October 24 to November 7, prior smoker, COPD abnormalities, went into respiratory failure, ventilatory assistance, combination of COPD exacerbation, pneumonia, volume overload, founded to have severe mitral valve stenosis, treated for sepsis, required four units of packet of red blood cells because of internal hemorrhoids, EGD negative, colonoscopy only the hemorrhoids abnormality, has peripheral vascular disease to follow as outpatient vascular surgeon Dr. Frisbie.  There has been however no necrotic areas or discolor.  He developed chest pain with elevated troponin, requiring a cardiac cath, founded to have stenosis of prior stent.  They have to place a stent inside.  This is right coronary artery.  The patient at home presently not working, to follow with Dr. Alkkiek cardiology in the area, will need cardiac rehab.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Please refer to the chart.
Physical Examination:  Alert and oriented x3.  Mild decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  COPD abnormalities.  No localized rales or wheezes.  AV fistula working well.  Blood pressure consistently high, but now with weight loss 4 kg, blood pressure is now in the 120s/60s.  New blood test to be obtained.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  I do not see major edema, does have poor pulses and no gangrene.  No focal deficits.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
