CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of abdominal cramps.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today complaining of abdominal pain, which started yesterday after he had a heavy outside food within an hour and half to two hours the patient started having bloating sensation in the abdomen and he vomited once or twice after that he had large bowel movement and after six or seven hours the patient started feeling better. Now, he feels much better and is able to tolerate food.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe low back pain, skin rashes, or depression.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for mild gastritis and he is on omeprazole 40 mg once a day as needed in empty stomach.
SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has surgery for VSD, Tetralogy of Fallot, and pulmonary atresia. The patient also had recent cardiac catheterization in 2018.
FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his parents and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient works in a fast food restaurant MacDonald. The patient started doing some bike exercise and he has two siblings.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic tenderness.
Genital examination is unremarkable without any hernia.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
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NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Musculoskeletal examination is unremarkable.
Skin is healthy without any rashes.

PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.
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
