CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of skin rashes, high fasting blood glucose, and followup for seizures.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she developed rashes after she took ibuprofen 600 mg and after that the rashes spread to her whole body and was severely itching. The patient then decided to go to emergency room. In ER, the patient has extensive evaluation and she was given steroid injection and Benadryl injection after that the patient started feeling better and for past four days the patient has no more rashes and she stopped taking ibuprofen.
The patient also stated that her fasting blood glucose is ranging from 110 to 125 mg/dL after she got steroid injection, but lately her sugars have been stable and she does not have any dryness of mouth, numbness or tingling of the upper or lower extremities or increased urination. The patient came today as a followup for seizures and also wants refill on medication Keppra. The patient has an appointment with neurologist in next two weeks.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, or seizures.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for multiple allergies and she is on allegro 180 mg once a day and hydroxyzine 10 mg three times a day as needed prescribed by allergist.
The patient has a history of seizure disorder and she is on Keppra 750 mg one tablet twice a day.
Food allergies are none.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her family and she works fulltime job. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
