History: Mr. Thompson is a new patient who was seen today. He states he was seen by Dr. Lemos for several years for HIV and now he is out of town, so his mother referred him here and he is here. He states his diagnosis of HIV was many years ago in 2011. He is single. He has no children. He states he has not been admitted to hospital recently in the past several years. He states he finished high school. He had three years of college. He states he is working for Sanderson Farms in the assembly line. He does not know his CD4 count. He states about two months ago he had some lab tests done by Dr. Lemos at St. Joseph Hospital. He has no rashes. He has no diarrhea. Initially, he told me he was on Biktarvy, but when I saw his bottles it has had a different name and it is in the chart. It is a combination of three different pills and he is tolerating it good without any problems. Dr. Lemos has given him 11 refills that would last him up until 2023 October. He has not lost weight.

Physical Examination:

General: Reveals Michael Thompson to be a pleasant African American male who is awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

Vitals Signs: As in the chart.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Intact.

When I asked the patient sexual history, he did not want to talk about his sexual predilections or anything like that. So, further interrogation was deferred. He states he is not sexually active with a man or a woman. He lives with his mother. He was given a flu shot today at the office.

The Patient’s Diagnosis: HIV and on long-term medication.
