History: Ms. Garza was accompanied by her brother. Ms. Garza had been very irregular in making appointments. The patient barely was called to come in to let her know that we have to fulfill the insurance company requirements for physical and other things because she had not had a mammogram done. To note, I had given her a request in May, but she did not get it done. Finally, we gave her another request in end of August, which she finally got it scheduled and was found to have abnormal left breast mammogram for which reason then she had an ultrasound done and special views done and they were still positive, so she was for a biopsy by the radiologist as an outpatient and the biopsy did show lobular carcinoma. We just got the biopsy results yesterday and we told her to come in today so we could discuss the results and she was here with her brother. The brother seems a little apprehensive in the beginning, I had to talk to him, calm him down. It seemed like the patient has family history of breast cancer and I told him that I would like to refer her to the local cancer center and that it is a lobular carcinoma in situ means it is not spread too much, but if they would like to go to MD Anderson or other hospital, they had to let me know and the name because it may take some time to get appointments in those places. In the meantime, they agreed that I should send the records to the local cancer center and they would call and make an appointment tomorrow. The patient has history of bipolar disorder and takes Depakote 500 mg and Paxil 20 mg, both of those were refilled. The patient brought her stool test back. She states she took a flu shot at CVS recently. The patient’s med list reconciled. The patient is sent for complete lab work. We will work at her stool test today. I will see her in the office in a month. The patient when she came the first time stated she does not feel like coming to doctors all the time and she wanted long-term prescriptions because she felt she was stable all along. The patient has moved here from out of town. Initially, she was living with her friend close to her children, but now has moved with her friend only to another place here locally.
