History: Ms. Rodriquez was seen today. Ms. Linda Rodriquez has multiple medical problems including severe psoriatic arthritis and on intermittent use of steroids. She is on Humira. She is on oral methotrexate. She does see Dr. Rossman who is the rheumatologist. On 10/20/22, she went to the ER with back pain and was then found to have herpes zoster. The patient was given valacyclovir. The patient still has lesions, which are now dry because it has been about two and half weeks since she was diagnosed and I wrote her some fluocinonide cream to be applied. The patient has lot of pain not just of arthritis, but has weakness and postherpetic neuralgia and I gave her #60 tablets of tramadol 50 mg twice a day p.r.n. I do not suspect any abuse of tramadol. Her med list reconciled.

The Patient’s Diagnoses:

1. Acute herpes zoster.

2. Postherpetic neuralgia.

3. Severe psoriatic arthritis.

The patient is on immunosuppressants. I will see her in the office in a month.
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
