HEENT: Right TM is slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: No meningismus.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
SKIN: No rash.

Flu test is negative A/B. Strep test is negative.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Right otitis media.
2. Treat with Bromfed DM for cough. Amoxil per weight 400 mg/5 mL half a teaspoon b.i.d.

3. Lots of liquid.

4. If develops fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, or worsening symptoms or has any symptoms of sepsis, will call me right away.
