Dear Disability Determination Service:

Matthew comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He is accompanied by his mother, Virginia, who provides the history. Matthew is nonverbal. His mother states that he was born with cortical blindness. She states that he has had eye examinations and specific pathology has not been found. However, she states that he does have unsteady eyes. He has kidney failure and receives dialysis. He has not had eye surgery and does not use eye drops. He does not wear eyeglasses.

On examination, the visual acuity is not obtainable. However, he is able to briefly fixate on an object and then start to follow it before he moves his fixation and the eyes start to move in a jerk nystagmus pattern. He shows a wide alternating exotropia. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The intraocular pressures measure 15 on each side with the iCare tonometer. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.4 on both sides. There is no edema. There are no hemorrhages. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing is not obtainable because of poor cooperation and poor communication.

Assessment:
1. Nystagmus.

2. Amblyopia.

Matthew has clinical findings that are consistent with a level of vision that is equal to or below a measurement of 20/200 with each eye. Based upon these findings, one would expect him not to be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment and the academic setting. He cannot read small nor moderate size print, he cannot distinguish between small objects, and he would have difficulty using a computer with his level of vision without special assistance. His prognosis is poor.
