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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic broom injury.  It was in 1991.  The patient was on foot.  It was in Mississippi.  He was on foot and he was hit by a drunk driver.  He tells me that, he got hit into the head.  He immediate had loss of consciousness.  He went into coma for half a day.  He does not remember anything for half a day.  He has got amnesia.  He woke up in the hospital.  He woke up in the hospital feeling severe headaches, confused, disoriented, and lightheadedness.  The patient has workup in the hospital.  The patient was told he had been in the car accident.

Since the incident, the patient had significant headaches.  He has memory loss.  He has got depression.  He is not able to deal with stress.  The patient tells me that his memory become very poor.  There is light sensitivity.
The patient currently is a civil engineer.  He works as an engineer in Pleasanton.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty to do his job.  His memory is very poor.  The patient still has difficulty to do his job because it requires lot of thinking.  He tells me that he is not able to think fast.  He is not able to think straight.
The patient tells me that he is not able to excel in his job.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1991, he was on foot, he got hit by a car.  He immediately lost consciousness.  The patient went into a coma for half a day according to him.  The patient woke up in the hospital.  The patient does not remember what happened.  He woke up with confusion, disorientation, and dizziness.  Since then he has significant memory difficulties.  He got significant headaches.  The patient gets confused and disoriented.  The patient is not able to do his job well as a Civil Engineer.  It is my opinion that he had traumatic brain injury.  The loss of consciousness, head injury, amnesia, coma, headaches, dizziness, and lightheadedness these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
