HUNTER, SONJA
This is an 87-year-old woman with history of depression, anxiety, insomnia, primary hypertension, osteoporosis, pathological fracture, physical disability, dyspnea, constipation, hyperlipidemia, chronic kidney disease, vitamin D deficiency, unspecified dementia, hallucination, gastroesophageal reflux, weight loss, in pain, restless and agitated, and multiple other medical issues and problems. The patient was evaluated because of her weakness. The patient is now total ADL dependent, wears a diaper. She has decreased appetite. She has lost about 7 pounds in the past two weeks. She is eating about 10 to 15% of her food. She is sleeping about 12 to 18 hours a day. The family has decided that the patient no longer will be going back and forth to the hospital and would like the patient to be kept comfortable at home for the remainder of her days. As far as the patient’s dementia, which is the main reason for her decline, is not recognizing anyone at this time, she is eating very little, she has total ADL dependency and appears to be at end-stage dementia, the patient appears to meet the criteria for end-stage dementia with the above-mentioned findings.

The patient most likely has less than six months to live and would be admitted to hospice for further care at this time. The patient’s family and PCP are very much in favor of hospice placement as well.
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
