HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Foote comes in today for followup of his dizziness which is improved after his tube placement by ENT on the right side. He also pulled his groin playing baseball the other day. He continues to have nausea from time-to-time and he is under the care of oncologist regarding his glioblastoma. He does not appear to be in atrial fibrillation and his blood pressure is well controlled.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, atrial fibrillation, and glioblastoma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. Lives with his wife.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain or shortness of breath. Positive dizziness. Positive nausea. Positive tinnitus. Positive decreased sleeping. Positive vertigo. Positive groin pain related to recent muscle pull.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 190 pounds, up 5 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 61. Blood pressure 121/72.

HEENT: TMs, slight fluid on the left side. There is tube present on the right side.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Vertigo.

2. Dizziness.

3. Tinnitus.

4. Groin pull.
5. Flexeril 10 mg p.r.n.

6. Glioblastoma.

7. Atrial fibrillation.

8. Hypertension.
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9. All this appeared to be stable. He will call me if he needs to take his Flexeril with an antiinflammatory, but I recommend taking a half a tablet and he come back. He will return again in four to six weeks regarding his dizziness, his insomnia, his vertigo, and his chronic vestibular neuritis. He has an appointment coming up with oncologist soon.
10. Moist heat to the groin area.

11. No neurological deficit.

12. No issues with back problems or any other disc issues.
