Mrs. French is a 79-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of her thyroid function studies. The patient states that she has a strong family history of thyroid disorders and would like a workup for her thyroid levels. She has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, hyponatremia, SIADH, vitamin D deficiency, depression, anxiety, memory loss and mitral valve disorder with PACs. She also has generalized anxiety disorder, depression, GERD, fibromyalgia and has had episodes of DVTs with PEs in the past about 7 to 8 years ago. The patient reports symptoms of palpations, dry skin, fatigue, weight changes, hair loss, mood swings and difficulty swallowing. Her thyroid labs were reviewed and her TSH is 1.25. The patient states that her father had to have his thyroid removed.

Plan:
1. For evaluation of her thyroid function studies, we will check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level.

2. I will also check the patient for autoimmune thyroid disease and check a TPO antibody level as well as a thyroglobulin antibody level.

3. For further evaluation of her thyroid, I will check a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her goiter and assess for any thyroid nodules.

4. For general medical exam, I would like to get a fasting comprehensive metabolic panel and a hemoglobin A1c.
