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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 93-year-old white female that has sustained a fall during the evening hours when she went to the bathroom; she stood up, lost her balance, went backwards, hit the cabinet with the head and fell landing on her back. The patient was taken to the emergency room. Cervical CT and head CT were ordered and they were negative. The patient was given an appointment to follow up this condition. In the neurological examination today, the patient has some hesitation regarding balance while walking. Cerebral and cerebellar functions otherwise are intact. There is not a history of anemia. There is no history of coronary artery disease. Thinking in the possibility of cardiac arrhythmia or a cardiac source for this episode, we are going to refer the patient for a followup with a cardiologist and, according to the findings, we will send her to the neurologist.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension. Today, the blood pressure is 138/62. It is very well controlled.

3. The patient has macular degeneration. She is receiving intraocular injections. The next one is coming in a couple of weeks.

4. The patient has gastroesophageal reflux disease.

5. She has stress incontinence.

We spent 5 minutes reviewing the lab and the chart and in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 5 minutes.
