Dear Dr. Trombley:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Church with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension and diabetic nephropathy.  His last visit was May 16, 2022.  He has not had any COVID-19 infection to his knowledge.  He has had no procedures or hospitalizations since his last visit.  His weight is unchanged also.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  Urine output is good without cloudiness or blood.  No edema.  He does use a CPAP machine regularly and feels rested when he wakes in the morning.  He denies orthopnea or PND.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Lasix 40 mg daily, losartan is 50 mg daily, he is anticoagulated with Coumadin, also on Trulicity 1.5 mg once a week and Humulin-R and Humulin-N for diabetes control.

Physical Examination:  The only vital sign today he could get was his weight and that was 270 pounds.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done today November 14, 2022, and his creatinine is 1.9 previous level 2.1, but then the previous to before that was 1.9, albumin 4.3, calcium is 9.3 and phosphorus is 3.6.  Electrolytes and CBC results are still pending.  His last microalbumin to creatinine ratio was done in March 2022 that was 66.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, no progression and no uremic symptoms.
2. Diabetic nephropathy, stable.
3. Hypertension.  The patient will continue all of his routine medications.  He will follow a low-salt diabetic diet.  Labs will be done every 1 to 3 months and he will have a followup visit with this practice in the next six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
