Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup for Mr. Mayer who has chronic kidney disease, right-sided nephrectomy because of renal cancer and hypertension.  Last visit in May.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Forgets middle dose of hydralazine sometimes.  No hospital visits.  Trying to lose weight, successfully down from 161 to 157.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Constipation, no bleeding.  Denies incontinence, infection, cloudiness or blood of the urine.  No edema.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  No syncope.  Review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Verapamil, HCTZ, hydralazine for blood pressure.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Off the Norvasc was causing edema.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 136/72 on the left-sided, weight 157.  Clear lungs.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No gross edema.

Laboratory Data:  Most recent chemistries September, creatinine 1.7 stable for many years.  No anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets, low potassium 3.3 likely from diabetes.  Normal sodium and acid base.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Minor increase of alkaline phosphatase, other liver function test is not elevated, present GFR 34 stage IIIB.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Right-sided nephrectomy renal cancer 2019.  I am not aware of recurrence, follows with Dr. Sahay.

2. Elevated PSA, follow with Dr. Sahay.
3. CKD stage IIIB, stable overtime.  No progression and no symptoms to suggest dialysis.

4. Hypertension appears to be fairly well controlled.
5. Hard of hearing.

6. Low potassium from diuretics.

7. Edema and constipation from Norvasc discontinued.

8. Prior acute kidney injury at the time of lisinopril and Aleve that was discontinued.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in the next 4 to 6 months or early as needed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
