CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of burning urination.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she was recently seen by urogynecologist and she is going to have a followup appointment. However, the patient in the meantime developed burning on urination without any blood in the urine. She used to have Foley catheter, but it was removed two weeks ago.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, constipation, or skin rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and it improved after resting.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any organomegaly. Bowel sounds are active. There is no significant suprapubic tenderness. The patient has stage III decubitus ulcer and it is improving.
