Thank you for your continued support.

This 73-year-old male who is heavy smoker and continues to smoke. He is diagnosed to have non-small cell lung cancer, which is localized it is stage IIIA. The patient had a PET/CT, which was confirming this staging. The patient did not have any abnormal mutations or marker. The patient is scheduled to have concurrent chemoradiation with carbo and paclitaxel weekly and then radiation therapy with Dr. Morton. He comes for evaluation today. He does not offer any symptoms. He is advised to cut down and stop smoking as well as beer.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: He has history of diabetes and hypertension as well as COPD. He is on metformin as well as insulin and losartan 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 168 pounds, body surface area is 1.85 m2, blood pressure 151/78, and O2 saturation is 95%.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear, but diminished air entry.
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Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft and obese.

Extremities: No edema.

LABORATORY DATA: His latest CBC showed WBC of 5.9, hemoglobin of 14.4, hematocrit was 42.9, platelets they were able to count the platelet. The lab did not because of aggregation. His creatinine was 0.9, glucose is 185, and his CEA was 4.4.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Adenocarcinoma stage IIIA of lung and left lower lobe.

2. COPD.

3. Diabetes.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and get him started on concurrent chemotherapy. He is schedule to see Dr. Morton tomorrow. We will give him premedications with dexamethasone 10 mg, Benadryl 25 mg, Aloxi 0.25 mg, Emend 150 mg IV into 50 normal saline. We will give him carboplatin 200 mg in 250 normal saline and Taxol 90 mg in 250 normal saline we will repeat this every week.

Prior to the chemo, CBC, and CMP was also drawn.
