HISTORY: This is a 16-year-old here for followup.

The patient was recently seen and diagnosed with right axilla cellulitis and abscess. She is currently on antibiotics and receives injectable antibiotics on a daily basis until this Friday. She states she is here for followup for those conditions. She states that the lesion in her axilla popped today and drained a lot of pus.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

She denies chills. Denies myalgia.

Denies increased temperature.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 116/82.

Pulse is 75.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.7.

HEENT: Normal.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No respiratory distress.
ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity.

EXTREMITIES: Right Axilla: Localized erythema, site is tender to palpation. The patient has a dressing that is drenched in purulent fluid. Site is not hot to touch.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Right axilla abscess.

2. Right axilla cellulitis.
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PLAN: The patient was administered Rocephin 1 g IM. She was observed for an additional 15-20 minutes. She displayed no side effects from the medication. She will return tomorrow for wound care.

PROCEDURE: Dressing was changed. Site was cleaned with hydrogen peroxide and Betadine. Nonviable tissues were removed.

Site was then bathed in triple antibiotic cream, covered with 4 x 4, secured with Ace wrap. She tolerated the procedure well. She was given the opportunity to ask questions. Mother stated that child was given prescription of ibuprofen, which ________ and would like to have that prescription repeated. Prescription was given for ibuprofen 800 mg, she will take one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #30. Child was educated on how to do self-dressing change, she states she understands and will comply.
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
