History: Ms. Espino was seen today. Ms. Espino states her sugars are going up because the ER doctor reduced her Levemir insulin to just 25 units a day instead of she was taking 50 units. The patient’s med list reconciled. The patient was given some Ozempic samples and she is taking Ozempic once a week. The second problem is, as Levemir insulin is expensive for her too, I gave her some samples of Tresiba and advised her to take 50 units a day. She saw emergency room doctor yesterday, Dr. Ho along with the nurse practitioner and was given medication Keflex for UTI and then she also had low potassium and was given 20 mEq of potassium to take one daily. The patient states she is doing good. I told her we will have to check her labs or what was done on the Saturday and then, we will have to recheck the labs.
