History: Ms. Lewis was accompanied by her husband. Ms Lewis was seen today. She was running a creatinine of 1.20 and that was a little higher. I had suggested proper hydration and rechecking the labs. Also, she has problem with high cholesterol. She does not want statins, but the patient was started on Vascepa four capsules a day, but she was not taking it regularly; in fact, she even forgot that she had two big bottles, 90-day supply of Vascepa. The patient states that as the cholesterol was high in August and so were the triglycerides, she will restart her Vascepa or the prescription fish oil, I am going to see. Overall, her creatinine is much improved than before from 1.20 to 1.14; as this is essentially normal, I told her that we will repeat her test again at the end of January or so and/or earlier if need be and we will see her in the office in a month. So, we are following her cholesterol again, her lipid panel again and her kidney function again.
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
