History: Ms. Faridi is a 57-year-old female from Bangladesh, was accompanied by her husband to the office. She is here with chief complaints of history of vertigo, some of which she has had before, but then pain on the left side of the head and then pain and tingling and numbness on the left side of the face. The patient is concerned about having a stroke. I told the patient she is going to need further studies and the patient does not have patience to do all this as an outpatient. She is concerned about a major stroke happening. She states usually she runs a low blood pressure and today her blood pressure was about 130-140 systolic and 80 mmHg diastolic. So, the husband states this is high blood pressure for her and, because she was concerned about the stroke, I did not want to pursue this as outpatient and advised them to take her to St. Joseph emergency room which is very close to my office less than a block. The patient understands plan of treatment. I wrote on a piece of paper my problems of possible TIA, hypertension, possible impending stroke, and the patient was sent to St. Joseph emergency room. The patient’s husband later called and stated that she is being admitted and had an MRI of the head and also an echocardiogram tomorrow. So, the patient is undergoing workup. I will see her later.

Physical Examination:

General: The patient was awake, alert and oriented, but feeling uncomfortable today.
Neck: No carotid bruit.

Chest: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

The Patient’s Problems: The patient’s problems are either TIA, vertigo, relative hypertension.

Plan: As outlined, to admit the patient to the hospital and undergo MRI and CT because the patient does not have time to wait to get approval done and then go as an outpatient and come back.
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
