This is a 92-year-old man recently hospitalized with pneumonia, UTI, failure to thrive, and also history of hypertension, generalized weakness, acute encephalopathy, vertigo, back pain, hyperlipidemia, and history of prostate cancer four years ago. The patient status post radiation and chemotherapy on prednisone currently in the hospital. The patient was diagnosed with pancreatic cancer with liver metastasis, significant pain. The patient lives with his daughter and his son-in-law. The patient is definitely candidate for therapy especially with significant weight loss and protein calorie malnutrition as well as muscle wasting in the lower extremity and the temporal region. He is eating very little at this time. KPS score of 30%, requires medication around the clock for pain, taking care by Victoria his daughter and his son-in-law. The patient’s responsiveness wanes from time to time. He becomes confused, forgetful most likely because of the dementia as well as medications. The patient is having trouble with anxiety and sundowner syndrome at nighttime requiring medication to control his symptoms. Given the patient’s advanced dementia, anorexia, weight loss, protein calorie malnutrition and now with metastatic pancreatic cancer, the patient is expected to do poorly and will most likely pass away within the next six months. It is important to mention that over the past five to six months, the patient has almost lost approximately 120 pounds already.
