CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough and chest wall pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that her cough started six days ago and she used over-the-counter medication without any relief. Now, the patient also has sinus kind of pressure and the patient developed chest wall pain from coughing and most of the cough is dry and sometimes she has minimal phlegm, there was no blood. The patient denied any fever or chills and there was no exposure to any serious infections.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Chest wall tenderness is present especially on the left costochondral joints without any deformity.
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
