This is telehealth visit. The patient could not come due to COVID infection.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his COVID test was positive and then he started having coughing on the day of evaluation and the cough was persistent and he was feverish. After that he took Tylenol without much relief and temperature went up to 101 and then the patient had O2 saturation checked at home and it was 85%. The patient has no difficulty breathing and the cough did not have any phlegm in it or blood. The patient is ambulating without any dizziness, but most of the time he has been resting at home.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, chills, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, skin rashes, or lethargy.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes and he is on Jardiance 10 mg once a day along with metformin 500 mg one tablet twice a day and low-carb diet.
The patient also has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on losartan 25 mg one tablet a day, metoprolol 25 mg one tablet twice a day, and aspirin 81 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he works in a postal office. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE: This was telehealth visit, audio only.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan. He was advised to call 911 immediately so that he could be taken to nearest emergency room for further evaluation. Then I had a long discussion with the patient and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
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
