This is a progress report on Frank Sherrill Maynard.

This 83-year-old male has mycosis fungoides. The patient has been started on Adcetris 1.8 mg/kg every three weeks. The patient so far has had two cycles. I spoke to him yesterday and he was saying that the lesions have started to flatten down. He also wanted to see if we should be giving Adcetris every two weeks and also aiding other agents such as in Hodgkin’s lymphoma. So I called Dr. Goff and discussed his care. Dr. Goff is a dermatologist at UT Southwest specializing in mycosis fungoides and retreated that the plan is to give him Adcetris 1.8 mg/kg every three weeks and that there is no need to do any more combination of any other drug at this point. So, I will discuss this with the patient and we will stay the course.
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
