Mr. Galls was seen about six weeks or two months ago and was found to have low white count and low platelet count. I went over his medication list and found that the patient was on aspirin and I told him that it is probably aspirin that is doing that and got him off the aspirin and repeated the tests. His white count slowly came up and also his platelet count increased from 120 to 139 and two days ago, he had the repeat lab work and that showed white count to be 4.7 normal being 4.8 and the platelet count had increased to 141,000, which is within normal limits. The patient has no black and blue marks over his upper extremities. The patient does not want to take statin. The patient states he was taking some other kind of supplement as listed in the chart and he thinks that could have reduced his platelet count too. The patient understands plan of treatment. The patient is very physically active. He has no complaints and his blood pressure is controlled. I refilled his valsartan. Med list reconciled. I will see him in the office in February 2023.
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
