GARZA, ARMANDO
Mr. Garza is a 71-year-old gentleman with a history of diffuse large B-cell non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma status post stem cell transplant with pancytopenia who presented to the emergency room in October 2022 with severe pancytopenia, antineoplastic chemotherapy-induced anemia, history of large cell lymphoma, severe night sweats, unexplained weight loss, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, history of hepatitis C, monoclonal gammopathy of uncertain significance, and neutropenia with plasmacytosis. He was found to be quite ill. The patient was scheduled for CT scan and bone marrow aspiration and biopsy which subsequently the patient declined. The patient and family have decided against any further treatment for his non-Hodgkin's lymphoma. The patient is anemic. He has lost weight. His hemoglobin is down to 4.7 with a hematocrit of 13.9. The patient is not eating, minimal appetite and requires pain medication around-the-clock for abdominal pain. The patient requires help with ADL, lives with the caregiver and hospice will help caregiver and the patient educate regarding hospice care and end-of-life care at home. The patient will need nurses and aides to care for him before he passes away. He is expected to die within the next six months.
