HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 35-year-old healthy gentleman who comes in today with a tender left pointer finger. The patient states he dropped something on his finger yesterday. It is red. It is warmth. It is inflamed. X-rays show no evidence of fracture. I think he might have early cellulitis on the finger, hence the reason for the pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative. No history of diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 136 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 70. Blood pressure 129/71.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: The left second digit shows inflammation and redness and decreased range of motion. Positive pulse.

X-rays again negative for fracture at this time.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Suspect sprain left index finger.

2. Cellulitis.

3. Toradol 60 mg now.

4. Rocephin 1 g now.

5. Keflex 500 mg two p.o. b.i.d. for seven days.

6. Toradol 10 mg q.8-10h. ________ for five days.

7. Come back tomorrow for followup. May need to repeat x-rays then or CT.
