The patient is here for refills and she has also been exposed to flu. Dr. Creed is her PCP. She is on prescription Tamiflu because of flu in her family.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart. History of COVID last summer. She states she was sick for two weeks without followup, with fever and shortness of breath without medical attention.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: As before, per chart, asthma, hypertension, lupus, fibromyalgia, with exposure to flu by history.
PLAN: Given prescription for Tamiflu to take daily for 10 days prophylactically. Follow up with PCP and here as needed.
