The patient is seen for followup, seen here yesterday with negative testing for flu and strep, was given Tamiflu with Bromfed, returns today stating now she has frontal headache with continued cough, sore throat, flu type symptoms and fever with a temperature of 100.8. She states she is not being benefited by and cough medicines are not helping her and she continues with headache in spite of Motrin and Tylenol.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup parainfluenza type virus, apparently non-A or B with non-strep pharyngitis.
PLAN: The patient was given an injection for dexamethasone 10 mg with Z-PAK, continue Tamiflu and also prescription for Tessalon to help with cough.
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
