The patient is seen with history of cough, flu-like symptoms, congestion, and headache since this morning, with family exposed to non-type A/type B flu virus, checked several times, was negative with different family members as well as strep.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are obscured by wax with history of using Q-tips. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient also had COVID and strep testing which were all negative as per rest of family.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Influenza non-type A/B.

PLAN: Given prescription for Z-PAK, Tamiflu and Bromfed DM with Debrox ear drops. Advised to use ear *__________* and not use Q-tips in the future between ears. Follow up as needed.
