The patient is seen with fever of 101-102, cough, sore throat, congestion with fever and flu-like symptoms increasing for the past three days, describing sharp pain upper back increased with cough.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of mitral valve prolapse, states hereditary with syncope still x1, followed by cardiology in Humble q.6 months.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Family with flu.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 1+ pharyngeal inflammation. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep and flu testing plus chest x-ray with positive type A flu.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Type A flu.

PLAN: Given supportive treatment and medications. Follow up as needed.
