CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient complains of feeling tired with abscesses in his left armpit, refills of Ambien, with past history of insomnia and prostate cancer. He states he has lesions on the left axilla for the past five days, squeezing with slight drainage. Also, developed similar lesions few weeks ago.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He states he had MRSA with hospitalization x2 weeks 10 years ago.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Follicular eruptions present, left axilla. Remainder of physical exam within normal limits.

Cultures were obtained.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Folliculitis, questionable hidradenitis with history of MRSA and insomnia.

PLAN: Advised to avoid deodorants, limited use of antiperspirants, use topical diluted Betadine for cleaning. Given prescription for mupirocin, Bactrim double strength, doxycycline and Ambien refill. Advised to follow up in three to four days to monitor progression of condition. Cultures pending at the time of discharge. The patient was also given injection of Rocephin 1 g.
