The patient presents with history of being exposed to respiratory syncytial virus through son, complains of congestion, facial pressure for the past few days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise, noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had lab work including screen for flu with negative testing.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: Given Rocephin and dexamethasone injections as requested and also the Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up as needed.
