CHIEF COMPLAINT: Followup.

HPI: The patient is a 65-year-old female with history of left eye injury. She is noted to have aneurysm of the eye for which she was treated with a gas bubble. This had subsequently resulted in a hole in the retina. She had subsequently noted mildly decreased central acuity. At her most recent visit in October 2022, she had been referred to Stanford for further evaluation. She further had been referred for routine laboratory studies. The patient is now seen in followup. She denies any chest pain or shortness of breath. She has not had mammogram. She had been referred to Dr. Gentry for GYN.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Bilateral knee injury.

2. Right knee injury 2021 after stepping into a pothole.

3. Left knee injury.

4. Dengue fever.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Left eye surgery/procedure.

2. Colonoscopy last year.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: Erythromycin results in nausea and vomiting.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had diabetes and hypertension.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She reports multiple social stresses, but denies alcohol, drug use, or cigarette smoking.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/76, pulse 73, respiratory rate 16, height 66 inches, and weight 142 pounds.
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Exam otherwise unremarkable. She did report left lower extremity pulsating tightness. On examination, this was felt to be unremarkable. She further had noted a rash involving her back. On examination, there was approximately a 1 inch oval flat lesion to the right of midline. There was evidence of chronic papular lesion involving a dermatome. This may have suggested prior zoster. Noted remainder of exam was unremarkable. The patient is felt to be clinically stable.

IMPRESSION:
1. Rash unclear etiology. She is to return if worsening.

2. Status post left eye injury. The patient has refused surgical intervention. She otherwise is clinically stable. I will see her in one year.
