LUCKETT, ADELL
This is a 99-year-old lady who has been recertified now for hospice care at home. The patient was initially placed on hospice because of Alzheimer’s dementia. She also suffers from depression, history of fall, protein-calorie malnutrition, behavioral issues, sundowner syndrome, constipation, muscle wasting, diabetes, and diabetic neuropathy. The patient since last evaluation has become much more obtunded. The patient is now total ADL dependent along with bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is only in bed sleeping about 20 hours a day. She requires feeding. She has a KPS score of 40%. Despite feeling aggressively, the patient has lost weight about 7 pounds since last visit. The patient requires turning every two hours to keep her from developing decubitus ulcers. She only eats about one or two bites at every meal now and drinks very little liquid as it is apparently by her volume depletion. The patient requires medication around the clock for her agitation especially in the evening and for comfort measures. The patient remains hospice appropriate, expected to live less than six months. The patient continues to decline at the hospice as it is evident by the nursing evaluation and recent visits by the nurse practitioner as well.
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
