FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke. Does not drink. He is the director and the founder of the Interfaith Discipleship House in Conroe, Texas.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight is not recorded. Blood pressure 130/70. Pulse 80. Respirations 18. Afebrile.

NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash. There is redness. There is heat. There is puncture wound about the webspace of the right hand.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Puncture wound.

2. There is evidence of cellulitis about the puncture wound.

3. Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d.

4. Rocephin 1 g now.

5. Bring tetanus up-to-date, 0.5 cc now subcu right shoulder.

6. Acyclovir 400 mg, #60, as directed.

7. Come back if it is not better in 24 hours.

8. X-ray of the hand shows no foreign body, no evidence of drill bit or anything else in the hand.
