HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 29-year-old female patient here as a followup to testing positive for chlamydia at her OB/GYN. He advised her to see primary care to get a full STD check. She is here for that today. Apparently, she got the result that the chlamydia test was positive yesterday and it was negative for gonorrhea.

She does not verbalize any other issues. There is no associated rash or blistering. Once again, no other issues. She is here to get followed up with the positive chlamydia test yesterday.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Depression.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section and also lumbar spine procedure.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Have been reviewed. She is on Seroquel and a medication for depression.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

IMMUNIZATION STATUS: She has received both doses of the COVID vaccine.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented and interacts well. No distress. She does seem a bit nervous about the news of having tested positive for chlamydia on yesterday’s visit to the OB/GYN doctor.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 125/79. Pulse 109. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.4. oxygenation 98%. Current weight 232 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur detected.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Obese and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Exposure to sexually transmitted disease; positive for chlamydia. She received medication for this from her OB/GYN doctor yesterday.

2. Will undergo further STD checks, HSV-1 and 2, RPR and HIV.

3. She will return to the clinic for those results in a few days.
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
