P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  I have reviewed ultrasound results and the culture results.  He just finished the treatment with Bactrim and his MRSA is colonization.  We will keep the wound leg elevated as much as possible and open to the air as much as possible.  There is no erythema.  His white count is normal.  He does not have any fever.
