HISTORY: This is a 4-year-old child accompanied by mother for a followup. Mother states the child was seen in the emergency room, diagnosed with strep pharyngitis, bilateral otitis media and is here for a followup for injectable antibiotic. Mother states that the child’s appetite is normal, no change in activities. She states that the child is beginning to get better.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Normal. Throat: Mildly erythematous tonsils, pharynx and uvula. No exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Strep pharyngitis.
2. Here for medication refill and injection.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin 250 mg IM. She tolerated the procedure well. Advised to come back to the clinic if the child gets worse.
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
