HISTORY: This is a 6-year-old male accompanied by mother here with bilateral ear pain. Mother stated that this has been going on for approximately three days. She has been giving him Motrin and Tylenol. She stated pain will go down, but will return in a few hours.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies routine exposure to secondhand smoke.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother states child is eating and drinking well. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. She stated that whenever his pain is present his activities will decrease, but when she gives him Tylenol and Motrin, the pain goes away and he will be back to his normal self.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 112/75.

Pulse is 111.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.0.

HEENT: He has moist mucous membranes. Ears: Erythematous and dull TM bilaterally. There is effusion behind the TM and effusion appears purulent. There is reduced light reflex. No bleeding or discharge. EAC: No tragal tug. No erythema or edema.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Bilateral otitis media with effusion.
2. Bilateral ear pain.
3. Sore throat.
PLAN: Mother was offered strep and flu tests, she refused citing funds. The patient was sent home with the following medication: Amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, he will take one teaspoon p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days, 100 mL. Mother was advised to increase fluids, So, I recommend Pedialyte, water or Gatorade. Come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
