REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 114/72.

Pulse is 119.

Respiratory rate is 18.

Temperature is 98.0.

HEENT: Ears: Right dull TM. There is effusion behind the TM. TM is erythematous. No discharge or bleeding. EAC without erythema or edema. Negative tragal tug. Negative mastoid tenderness.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No tenderness to palpation. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis media right.
2. Right ear pain.
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PLAN: He was sent home with the following medications:
1. Amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, he will take one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days, 100 mL.
2. Tylenol 160 mg/5 mL, he will take two teaspoons p.o. q.6h. p.r.n. for pain.
3. Motrin 100 mg, take two teaspoons p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain.
