HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 2-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in with multiple small pustules on her hand. Apparently, she had been bitten many times by insects when she was out playing and developed approximately 20 of these on each hand on the dorsal surface. The patient has not been running any fevers. She has decreased appetite, taking fluids well though. No other issues verbalized to me today. She does play well.

ALLERGIES: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association with secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, and a bit fussy and crying in the exam room today.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur that I have detected today.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Examination of bilateral forearms and hands, on each dorsal surface, she has multiple insect bites with pustules and some slight exudate displayed. No gross overt cellulitis.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Insect bites. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. x 10 days.

Mother is going to monitor symptoms, watch for improvement and call me if not significantly improving. Plan of care discussed with the mother.
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
