HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 5-year-old little girl. She is here as followup to having influenza B. She was diagnosed with this four days ago on Monday. Mother states she is still running fever off and on, but mother believes that she is improving. However, she did have a vomiting episode yesterday. Mother would like her evaluated again today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is on Tamiflu.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, and well developed. She is not in any distress. She seems to be doing very well in the room. She loves to play in the exam room. She is actually doing jumping jacks, full of energy.
Mother once again states that she has improved over the last several days with the exception of that vomiting episode yesterday. No trace of that today.

VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 16. Temperature 97.3. Pulse 94.

HEENT: Unremarkable. Eyes: Within normal limits. Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: No erythema. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Influenza B, recovering well. No new medications will be ordered today. She will complete her full course of Tamiflu twice a day as directed by the previous physician. She is to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. Mother will continue to monitor her symptoms and call me if any worsening effect starts up.
2. I have reviewed all of this with the mother.
