REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I have done a complete review of systems all negative except for the cough complaint.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, very pleasant. He looks very attentive with me today. He is full of energy.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Mild erythema although nothing ominous. There is no strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test and a strep test, they were negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cough. The patient will receive Histex PD 1 mL four times daily p.r.n., quantity 30 mL.
2. He is going to get plenty of rest and plenty of fluids. Mother is going to monitor symptoms as well and return to clinic or call me if needed.
