Dear Disability Determination Service:

Steven comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of low vision. He has a history of myopia and possibly strabismus. He states that he had surgery to the left eye approximately eight years ago. He claims that if he does not wear his glasses, he cannot read nor drive. He does not use eye drops. He denies eye trauma.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/30 on the right and 20/50 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –9.00 –2.25 x 165 on the right and –8.75 –3.00 x 170 on the left. Near acuity through the distance correction measures 20/30 on the right and 20/50 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a small alternating exotropia. Muscle movements show lateral jerk nystagmus that increases on left gaze. Applanation pressures are 17 on the right and 19 on the left.  The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows myopic findings. There is absence of a foveal light reflex on both sides. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.4 on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Goldman visual field test utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 140 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 116 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Myopia.
2. Nystagmus.

Mr. Tuff has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of myopia. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to need to wear his glasses in order to function in the workplace as well as the classroom. He does not show progressive disease. His prognosis is good.
Based upon these findings, he should be able to read small print, distinguish between small objects, and avoid hazards in his environment.
