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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he has sustained the injury in 1988 in California.  The patient was on a field exercise.  The patient was *__________* tank.  The patient tells me that he turned his head.  When he hit the head against metal parts inside a tank.  The patient tells me that as he was turning the head, he hit his head very hard.  The patient tells me that he hit the back of the head.  He immediately passed out.  The patient was immediately had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient was taken out of the field.  The patient tells me that he had severe headaches when he woke up.  He has lost consciousness for few minutes. The patient had severe nausea and headaches, lightheadedness and dizziness after when he woke up.  The patient tells me that he felt dizzy.  The patient had significant headaches for the rest of that day.  He was unable to continue to exercise.  Since the incident, the patient has severe headaches.  The patient will have headaches three to four times a week.

The patient is currently driving trucks.  The patient tells me that the headaches are preventing him from driving trucks.  The patient tells me that it is affecting his concentration.  It is affecting his ability to drive trucks.  He has severe headaches and light also bothering him.
It is my opinion that he sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1988, the patient was in California, was involved in a field exercise.  The patient was inside of the tank.  He hit his head inside the tank.  He immediately passed out.  He passed out for few minutes.  When he regained consciousness, the patient was confused and disoriented with severe headaches.  Since then, he has significant headaches almost every week.  He would have three to four headaches.  It is affecting his job.
It is my opinion that he sustained traumatic brain injury in 1988 inside the truck.  He hit his head and complete loss of consciousness.  The loss of consciousness, waking up feeling confused, disoriented and severe headaches, these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
