Dear Dr. Fazio:

Thank you for this referral.

This 74-year-old male comes here for evaluation. He does not smoke or drinks moderately wine every night. He is retired American Airline Pilot retired in 2008. He denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: He says he does not have any symptoms. He is here to check for Factor V Leiden mutation and there is a strong family history of this mutation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has hypertension. He also has coronary artery disease. His echocardiogram did show mild mitral and tricuspid regurgitation. The patient also had a cardiac cath. He was told to have a small vessel disease and stent was not done. He denied any history of blood clot or pulmonary embolism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes cholecystectomy in1990, back surgery few yeas ago, and rotator cuff injury also in the past. He also has a history of rheumatoid arthritis and he is on tocilizumab 200 mg every four weeks by his rheumatologist.

FAMILY HISTORY: His first cousin does have Factor V Leiden mutation.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: The patient sys that while flying to Australia one time since the flight was 16-hours straight, he did have some swelling of the feet but other than that never had any problem as far as swelling or pain or any blood clots.
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CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is on aspirin 81 mg daily, atorvastatin 10 mg daily, hydrochlorothiazide 12.5 mg, Micardis 40 mg daily, and Armour Thyroid 130 mg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: Very pleasant 74-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall, weighing 176 pounds, and blood pressure 130/70.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of hypertension and cardiovascular disease.

2. Family history of hypercoagulable status.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and check the coagulation profile and make further recommendation. He is already on aspirin and since he did not have any blood clots in the leg or pulmonary embolism, I doubt that he will need any think beyond baby aspirin, but we will wait for the results of the profile.
