History: Ms. Ramos is a 65-year-old Hispanic female who is undergoing workup for metastatic cancer. It looks like the patient has cancer in her bladder, in her abdomen and in her kidneys. The patient had gone to MD Anderson Hospital and apparently they did some biopsies and the patient is pretty hoarse after the biopsy and feels like she even goes into coughing spells. The patient went to Scott & White emergency room yesterday and they did not prescribe her any medicine stating these are all just postsurgical effects. The patient states she has a low-grade temperature and goes into coughing spells; sometimes, the phlegm is yellow and sometimes the phlegm is gray. There is no blood in the phlegm. So, she wants some relief, so I am going to call in some doxycycline 100 mg once a day #10 to pharmacy of her choice, which is H-E-B on 21. Her husband is going to stop by at the office and pick up a sample of Breztri 160 mcg with glycopyrrolate and vilanterol. She is going to be seen in the office on Monday for followup.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Probably asthmatic bronchitis.
2. History of metastatic cancer.
We are trying to make the patient feel comfortable as she has been to MD Anderson, she has been to Scott & White emergency room and still she is uncomfortable and calling us and these are attempts to make her comfortable. Follow up on Monday again.
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
